What is BellaStone?

BellaStone is the first manufactured stone product produced by thermally infusing real stone aggregate with natural color pigments into a high grade polymer. This process insures that each individual stone has real stone aggregate and pigment on its surface. Like other manufactured stone products, the molds used to make BellaStone are taken off of natural quarried stones; however, Bellastone molds are taken off of sections of stone walls, creating a panelized product that installs faster, without the hassles of a masonry installation.

How is Bellastone Installed?

BellaStone was designed to be installed by siding installers. The installation is very similar to that of polypropylene shake (Portsmouth Shake by Crane).

More detail:

The corner board must have a pocket wide enough to accept the depth of the BellaStone panels. The installation begins by nailing up a specially design starter strip (BELTSS). Like any starter, it must be installed LEVEL AND SQUARE to the wall you are covering. From there – working left to right – square the first Z panel by cutting off the 6 ¼” offset as shown in the installation instructions. The next panel to be installed should be a filler panel – setting up the proper step up the wall. Panels are attached to the wall with clips which are supplied in the carton. The clips also act as a starter for the next panel. 2 ½”, #8 screws should be used to attach the clips to the wall. Detailed installation instructions are available upon request.

How do you finish the area where the BellaStone panels meet (seams)?


Crane has developed a mortar sealant (BSEALANT) for those areas. The sealant is a special formulation to be used with BellaStone.

In every carton there is a bag of stone aggregate that MUST BE USED in conjunction with the mortar sealant to give an authentic appearance to the grout line. It is applied to the sealant as the final step to lower the gloss and adding stone grit and texture to the grout line.
What accessories are necessary?


We currently have a full line of vinyl accessories that support most applications. The vinyl accessories have a 2 ¼” pocket to accept the BellaStone around openings (i.e. windows, doors) and corners as well as reducers for use with various sidings. We are continuing to develop alternative processes to create accessories with a natural stone appearance.
