Finish warranty is as follows: three years for polished brass, 10 years for all other finishes and limited life time warranty for Chrome and all PVD finishes. Proof of purchase (original sales receipt) from the original consumer purchaser must be made available to us for all warranty claims. Huntington Brass will replace, FREE OF CHARGE, during the “warranty period”, any part, which proves defective in material and/or workmanship under normal use and put the faucet back in good working condition.  Replacement parts or repair kit can be obtained from your local dealer listed in the telephone directory or by writing to our corporate address listed below together with a copy of original receipt. All TRANSPORTATION CHARGES will be PREPAID.  This warranty is extensive in that covers replacement of defective parts and finishes only. LABOR CHARGES AND/OR DAMAGE INCURRED IN INSTALLATION, REPAIR OR REPLACEMENT CHARGES, DAMAGE FROM THE USE OF BATHROOM AND TILE CLEARNERS, AND/OR SCRUBBING MATERIALS, AS WELL AS ANY OTHER KIND OF DAMAGES ARE EXCLUDED. Huntington Brass will not be responsible for any indirect, incidental or consequential damages, losses, injury or costs of any nature relating to this faucet. 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faucets have a self contained either a ceramic disc, washerless cartridge or stainless steel ball stem that controls the flow of the water. Ceramic disc cartridge has a brass body with two durable ceramic discs and stem that ensures consistent flow control and provides quiet and reliable performance that will last many many years. Our single handle tub and shower and lavatory faucets use stainless steel ball stem for smoother control of water flow and volume.  

In the event you need to dismantle the faucet, please follow these simple procedures and instructions. 

	Turn off water supply and turn the faucet to the open position to relieve all water and pressure.

1.  Remove the Hot & Cold index buttons from the top of the handle or under the handle for

     the single handle tub and shower and lavatory faucets.        

2.  Remove the screw for the handle using a Phillips screwdriver.

3.  Remove the handle. 

4.  Remove the nut and flange and ball stem cover for the single handle tub and shower

     and lavatory faucets.

5.  Lift the cartridge or steel ball stem out.  

6   Remove the rubber seal. 

7.  Remove the spring, replace the spring and seal.  (Only for washerless faucets)

8.  Place the cartridge back into the faucet aligning the two notched in the top upper  

     side of the cartridge into the two slots in the faucets. Make sure the cartridge     

     shoulder is on the side of the spout.

     For single handle faucets, place the ball stem and its cover before tightening the flange.

9.  Place the nut over the cartridge and hand tighten.

10. Turn the water on and check for leaks.

11. Install handle and then index button.
