New Product : Micro Perforated Bottomboard

     Over the last few years a number of (primarily) modular builders have asked us for a product that will “go beyond netting” in holding up insulation on factory insulated homes set (again primarily) on crawl spaces. From those requests we have tested and are now offering our Shepweave II bottomboard with micro perforations. These perforations are small enough to resist water penetration, but allow the product to “breath” so it can be left on after transport. This per its’ 15.7 perm rating. We are offering this in all of the same sizes we currently sell the Shepweave II (folded) product in.  (148”, 170”, 176”, 184”, 195”, and 205”). 
     Netting is a good inexpensive product to hold insulation up. Perforated Shepweave II gives the following added benefits for just a few dollars more.

· Keeps the insulation dry in transit

· Keeps insulation clean and free from debris
· Keeps out bugs and vermin in transit and after setting

· Breathes so vapor can escape

· Per the 15.7 perm rating it can be left on after setting
· Will pass local code requirements for vapor transmittance
